» National Infrastructure Investment = $1.2 Trillion across 5 years
* Nearly 400 programs across 12 Federal Agencies
* 60% Formula / 40% Discretionary

The Build Kansas Matching Grant Fund (Build Kansas Fund) will provide matching dollars to
eligible entities planning infrastructure projects in Kansas. The Build Kansas Fund must be
used for grants with a match requirement under the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL),
also known as the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (TTJA). A list of Bipartisan
Infrastructure Law (BIL) programs can be found here: HERE.

The intent of the Build Kansas Fund is to accelerate local infrastructure investment to
support transformative community projects in areas of demonstrated geographic need.
Targeted areas for investment include water, transportation, energy, cybersecurity,
broadband and other priorities identified in Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL).

Eligible applicants vary by Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) program and can include
